Your league round may be played with whomever
you wish, but your first 9 hole round on league day (Wednesday) must be counted as your
league round. You may play prior to noon, though the 1st tee is open to men until noon.
There is also a “Social Membership" for those who prefer not to keep track of their weekly
score as in League play. You play with whomever you wish at the time that works best for
you. Dues are only $10, current rate for Handicap (please contact a Ladies League
Committee member for current rate). Social memberships are not required to get a
handicap.
