WOMEN’S ASSOCIATION - KICKOFF WED MAY 7TH 

Attention Wahkonsa Ladies….Spring has Sprung! Get your clubs out and shine them up! 

Then, put Wednesday, April 23rd on your calendar for the Ladies Spring Banquet. 

 

Sign-up sheets for the Ladies League will be available so that teams can be selected. 

Remember, the league is very casual with no head-to-head competition. You can play with 

whomever you like, as long as you play with someone (or someone rides along and attests to 

your score), and that you play on Wednesdays. If you cannot make it every week, that is 

okay too. We count a minimum of five scores from each team each week, so if we can get 

eight or more ladies on each team, it will allow for periodic absences. 

At the end of the season, there are prizes handed out for a variety of events, such as 

chip-ins, birdies, the winning league team, perfect attendance, etc. All you have to do is 

turn in your card and write down your scores each week on the board in the ladies’ 

bathroom. 

If you feel that you cannot join the league, you can always join as a Ladies Social Member. 

Both the Spring and Fall Banquets are open to all Wahkonsa Ladies. Come out, enjoy 

socializing with your fellow Wahkonsa Ladies, and enjoy some food.  
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Spring Meeting will begin at 6:30 pm.  If you have an interest or have questions about what 

Ladies League or Women’s Eastern Iowa Golf Association (WEIGA) is all about, please come 

to this meeting and get your questions answered. 

 

Women’s League Format: Our league’s format is team play using handicap. This format 

allows golfers of all capabilities to play and contribute. Women wishing to play must be 18 

years of age or older to join the league. Your league round may be played with whomever 

you wish, but your first 9 hole round on league day (Wednesday) must be counted as your 

league round. You may play prior to noon, though the 1st tee is open to men until noon. We 

will allow “part time” designation for Members who aren’t sure how many days they can 

play because of your availability throughout the summer. There is also a “Social Membership'' 

for those who prefer not to keep track of their weekly score as in League play. You play with 

whomever you wish at the time that works best for you. Dues are only $10.  Handicap Fee will 

be discussed at the spring meeting.  Social memberships are not required to get a handicap. 

 

Women’s Eastern Iowa Golf Association: Wahkonsa is part of the eight Member Women's 

Eastern Iowa Golf Association (WEIGA). With over ten, 18-hole qualifying tournaments from 

May through July, it is a great opportunity to play other golf courses for a nominal fee while 

making new friends. WEIGA also has scholarship and Hall of Fame programs. 

 

MEN’S ASSOCIATION - KICKOFF THURSDAY MAY 1ST 
Men’s night is every Thursday starting at noon from May through August. Although there is no 

formal league play, there is a Men’s Association that offers several benefits to Members for a 

nominal fee of $35.00.

Free kick-off meal and end of season steak 

fry. There are discounted or free Wahkonsa men’s team shirts. 
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Men’s Eastern Iowa: Wahkonsa belongs to the Eastern Iowa Golf Association, consisting of 

nine golf courses in the area. Monthly events are held between participating courses 

between May and July and Members compete to play in the finals, which are typically held 

in August. There is an open division as well as a senior’s division (50 years and over) finals for 

the Eastern Iowa Golf Association. You must be a Men’s Association Member to participate. 

 

Scholarships: Our participation in the Eastern Iowa Golf Association includes funds raised 

throughout the season that go toward a golf scholarship for a Member or Member’s child 

who is currently enrolled or applying for college.   

 

Best-shots: Each month of the season men are invited to participate in a blind draw 

best-shot tournament followed by a steak fry. These events start at 5:30 p.m. and dates are 

listed on the club calendar.

Are you ready for some fun golf? Couples night takes place on Mondays at 5:30 pm starting 

in May and ending in August. This is a FUN night with many different skill levels and ages of 

golfers who enjoy playing and having fun.

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USGA - GOLF HANDICAP INFORMATION NETWORK (GHIN) 
We are excited to announce that Wahkonsa will again be joining the Iowa Golf Association 

(IGA) which offers our members the option to join the Golf Handicap & Information Network. 

(GHIN) is one of the largest handicap management tools in the world, serving more than 2 

million golfers and 15,000 golf clubs and provides a Handicap Index for  every golfer – 

regardless of age, gender or skill level – with a universal measure of playing ability under the 

World Handicap System. A Handicap Index allows you to play with any golfer on a fair and 

equitable basis and participate in events that require a GHIN handicap.
